Cancellations:  Occasionally your activity may need to be cancelled.  You will be notified whenever rescheduling of that activity is possible.  If the Montgomery County Board of  Developmental Disabilities Services is closed due to inclement weather, the activity for that day will also be cancelled.   

Deposits:  If you have made a deposit on a trip and then have to cancel, you will be credited the $5.00 if you cancel two weeks prior to the activity.  We will not credit any cancellations that are made within the two weeks of the activity.  LaComedia and overnight trips will only be refunded six weeks prior to the activity.
